Avoid large crowds or gatherings.

Stay home when ill or a household member is ill and keep all household members home.

Wash hands frequently with soap and water; hand sanitizer if soap and water are unavailable.
Clean frequently used surfaces such as doorknobs, tables, etc...

Maintain physical distances of 6 feet from others as much as possible.

If you are symptomatic, you are presumed positive unless you receive a negative test result. If

symptoms occur, please contact your medical provider to request free testing. You may contact the
school office or the Wood County Health Department (715-421-8911) with questions.
